PRAYER

THIS IS YOUR DAILY SCRIPTURE:

STARTING QUESTIONS
What is one thing that | have taught you that you think you will teach your own children one
day? Why do you think it has made an impact on you?

READ THIS TOGETHER Jesus came near and said to them, “All authority has been given to me
in heaven and on earth. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe everything |
have commanded you. And remember, | am with you always, to the end of the age” (Matt. 28:18-

SCRIPTURAL APPLICATION QUESTIONS
What do you believe it means to “act justly”? Can we think of an example together?

What does it mean to “love faithfulness™? Do you believe we do this well as a family? How could
we improve?

How do you walk humbly with God? How is walking humbly and having low self-esteem differ-
ent?

ACTIVITY

PARENT’S STORY

Sharing our own story of salvation with our children is so important. They need to
hear about the grace that God has shown you. This will also help them retell their
own story or even come to faith for the first time. For this activity, take some time
and write down your story. You can share your story with them in a less formal
way, but take the time to write it out. This can be a wonderful gift that you give
your child. Hopefully, if they are older, they will see the importance of holding on
to this as they may really want this many years from now.
